His presence.

So, he called one of the servants and  
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Jesus said to her, “Did I not tell you that if you 

believe you would see the glory of God?” 
 
Instead of see the glory of what we 

people are doing, it is possible to see 

the glory of God. 

●First, we have the nature, God have 

done everything: The landscape, the 

lakes, the oceans, the plants, all the-  

animals, the sun, the whole earth, all 

of us - human beings, yes! And the 

whole universe. 

 

 ● Then we have the wonders in our 

life – born again, the new life with 

Jesus. The greatest and most impor- 

tant wonder of them all – beginning 

a new life with Jesus as Lord. 

  

But also, a lot of other wonders: 

  

■ Baptism in the Holy Spirit, I get it 

1984 after that I realised that I need  

much more power in my life. I got 

born again in 1980, but I was 

thinking, I don’t need that, I am 

strong enough, anyway- BUT 

everybody needs that!

■ Be friends with people that we not 

 

 

have been friends to- which can be a 

great, great wonder sometimes. 

 

■ The rapture, Christians all over the 

world going to fly up and meet Jesus 

in 

the sky. What an experience - flying 

without motor or wings. So, don’t let 

us care so much about the earthly 

things. It’s nice with people who 

don’t know what wallpaper is! 

 

■ In 1987 I prayed for a real change 

in my life with the Lord. I took an 

extra long prayer walk. I lay down in 

the snow on my back and told God 

very clearly, ‘I really like to have a 

change in my life!’ 3-4 month later 

my “wife” was sitting in my kitchen 

when I came home from work. 

God understood that I needed a wife, 

so, He sent one. I had never met here 

before.  

■ Meeting with animals can we also 

put in with “seeing the glory 

of God,” because God has made the 

animals, all of them, so He some- 

times send them to us to give us life.  

Even the smallest animal, like 

ladybug, walking in our hand and 

then flying away, gives us joy, or the 

small dog youngsters – puppies, they 

are so nice. I remember in my youth, 

me and my cousin went in to     
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
